
FOREIGN EXPRESSIONS INSPIRE ARTIST TO SYNTHESIZE 
Australian-born Singapore recording artist-
producer, Shueh-li Ong, is best known for 
melding electronic-progressive-ethnic-jazz 
bites into refreshing ear candy.

What one immediately notices on listening to her 
music is her distinctive use of the ethereal theremin 
(pictured), plucky guqin, exotic synth hooks, rustic 
tin-whistle and rich vocal harmonies. 

Shueh-li is reluctant to be pigeon-holed and many 
remark that though her music is familiar, they’ve 
never heard or seen anything like her before!
As one observes her petite frame flit from one toy to 
another, stitching the voice of the theremin into a 
beat pattern, slipping in a synth bass to bolster 
softsynth designs, sometimes poignant lyrics, other 
times a luscious instrumental ... one rapidly realises 
that her desire to embrace her foreign expressions is 
the central theme.

Shueh-li (pronounced Shelley) moved to USA in 2005 
to promote her style of  conjoining her Austral-Asian 
heritage with her classical-electronic music training.

She had launched “Xenovibes” in 2004; the flagship 
representative of  this style, to a standing-room-only 
crowd in Singapore, and wanted to offer her music to 
the rest of the world.
Shueh-li and Xenovibes have since appeared at the 

State Fair of Texas, EtherMusicFest, Dallas Museum 
of Art, Moogfest, the Esplanade and other 
international music halls, championing virtuosic 
performance and cerebral synthpop. 

Said ThereminVox of  Italy, "Shueh-li is an inspired 
artist with a solid background who has brought fresh 
ideas in the theremin field.”
Electronic Musician magazine covered her studio 
techniques in a full-page article “No Barriers”. 
Arts Monthly Australia calls her “informed, profes-
sional, warm, diverse, exciting, inspiringÓ. 
Business Times Singapore gave her recent CD the 
rating 'A’, and Straits Times claims her as ‘Singapore’s 
1st and only diva of the theremin‘.

Shueh-li has numerous CDs and show  productions 
under her belt, featuring such guests as Dean Parks 
(Steely Dan), Mike McKinney (Jackson 5), Curtis 
Randall (LeAnne Rimes), Bill Ham (Cher), and 
Xenovibes US member John A Martinez. 
It is not surprising that she is closely watched by 
music Industry news media. 

And though this Moog endorsed artist is often 
spoken of in the vein of  Kate Bush, Janet Jackson 
and Ryuichi Sakamoto, Shueh-li stands out as her 
own production!
